RESOLUTION 2015-13

     WHEREAS, The Sutton Municipal Code §72.10 sets out parking time limits.

     NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

1. The following parking time limits apply to the city parking area located on Lot 5, Sutton Industrial Park, Sutton, Clay County, Nebraska.

2. That RVs and Campers shall be entitled to park in Camping spots A, B & C at a rate of $5.00 per day up to a maximum of Fourteen (14) days. Arrangements may be made at City Hall for anything past Fourteen (14) days. 

3. That RVs and Campers shall be entitled to park in Camping spots 1 thru 14 at a rate of $10.00 per day or $300.00 per month. 

4. That Tractor/Trailers shall be entitled to park for the Fourteen (14) consecutive days maximum without charge.  No parking after the 14th day maximum.
