Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Nuss to approve Cassie Rainforth as Deputy Clerk/Treasurer with starting wage at $12 per hour with hourly rate increases the first year based on positive evaluations quarterly. AYES: Roll: Pedersen, Nuss, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Plettner and seconded by Pedersen to approve pay request #6 to VanKirk Bros. Contracting in the amount of $315,099.04 for the complex. AYES: Roll: Plettner, Pedersen, Nuss. NAYS: None. Motion carried. 

Moved by Nuss and seconded by Plettner to approve pay request #7 to VanKirk Bros. Contracting in the amount of $140,474.37 for the complex. AYES: Roll: Nuss, Plettner, Pedersen. NAYS: None. Motion carried. 

An estimate was received from Diode Tech for the security/speaker system at the ball complex. The estimate was for $8,097.00. If the city electricians help to install, it would be reduced by $2,000.00. A motion was made by Plettner and seconded by Nuss to go ahead with the project and install the security system and speakers at the complex. AYES: Roll: Plettner, Nuss, Pedersen. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
