RESOLUTION NO. 2015-10

WHEREAS,  Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1601.02 provides that the property tax request for the prior year shall be the property tax request for the current year for purposes of the levy set by the County Board of Equalization unless the governing Body of the City of Sutton passes by a majority vote a resolution or ordinance setting the tax request at a different amount; and

WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning the property tax request; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of Sutton that the property tax request for the current year be a different amount than the property tax request for the prior year.

Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Pedersen to go into executive session at 9:43 p.m. to discuss employee evaluations and a LB840 application.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Pedersen, Plettner, Nuss. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Schelkopf to go out of executive session at 10:11 p.m.  Roll: AYES: Pedersen, Schelkopf, Nuss, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

No action taken on the employee evaluations.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Pedersen to authorize a $45,000 Loan for 15 years at 4% for Sutton Livestock and a grant of $15,000 with a claw back clause as recommended by the Economic Development committee.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Pedersen, Nuss, Schelkopf.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.
