Moved by Nuss and seconded by Plettner to approve the bill from Olsson Associates in the amount of $2,916.21 for the Ball Fields.  Roll: AYES: Nuss, Plettner, Schelkopf.  NAYS: None. Motion carried.

In new business, Council member Plettner introduced Ordinance NO 356 entitled:
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE SCHEDULE OF RATES CHARGED TO USERS OF WATER SERVICES; TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND TO PROVIDE WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND TAKE EFFECT:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, CLAY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:
After review and discussion of proposed Ordinance NO 356 it was moved by Plettner and seconded by Schelkopf to amend Ordinance NO 356 to increase the water rates to $532 per month for the Sutton Public Schools and leave all else the same as presented, which increases residential water rates $5 per month.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Schelkopf. NAYS: Nuss. Absent: Pedersen. Motion carried.

Council Member Plettner moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Schelkopf seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Plettner, Schelkopf, Nuss. The following voted NAY: None.  Absent: Pedersen. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 356 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Plettner moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Schelkopf.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 356 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Plettner, Schelkopf. The following voted NAY: Nuss.  Absent: Pedersen. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.  
Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Plettner to approve the audit and budget proposal from AMGL.  Roll: Schelkopf, Plettner, Nuss. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

The agreement with Fox Hollow Golf course was reviewed.  After some discussion it was moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Nuss to table the matter until the September meeting.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Nuss, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Discussion concerning the problems with the drainage at the lagoon sight from all the heavy rains we have had that has caused a big wash out.  Curt O Griess has verbally agreed to cost share the project by taking care of his side of the fence.  No prices have been received at this time.

Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Plettner to table the proposal from PatchMaster for the road repairs until the September meeting.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Plettner, Nuss. NAYs: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Nuss and seconded by Plettner to approve pay request #4 to Van Kirk Bros. in the amount of $72,214.19 for the ball fields as recommended by Olsson Associates.  Roll: AYES: Nuss, Plettner, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Nuss and seconded by Plettner to approve the bill from Triple R Seamless Gutters to shingle the concession stand at the ball fields.  Roll: AYES: Nuss, Plettner, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Nuss that invoices 631235 and 631474 totaling $5,152.13 be approved for payment to Kully Pipe & Steel for the concession stand.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Nuss, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION FOR PARTICIPATION

 IN ALL-HAZARD-MITIGATION PLANNING

WHEREAS a joint All-Hazard Mitigation Plan identifies the vulnerability of public bodies to natural or man-made hazards and the projects that can be implemented to reduce or eliminate vulnerability, and

WHEREAS FEMA now requires that any public entity must have a current All-Hazard Mitigation Plan in place before they are eligible for Federal funding or hazard mitigation projects and mitigation efforts resulting from natural disasters, and

WHEREAS the Little Blue and Lower Big Blue Natural Resource Districts are proposing to serve as the coordinating agencies for development of a multi-jurisdiction All-Hazard Mitigation Plan for their respective Districts and nine-county area including all of Adams, Clay, Fillmore, Gage, Jefferson, Nuckolls, Saline, Thayer, Webster, and all associated local governmental entities for which hazard mitigation planning is desirable, and

WHEREAS the City of Sutton desires to participate in the multi-jurisdictional All-Hazards Mitigation Planning process for the benefit of the public we serve;

THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor of the City of Sutton hereby states its willingness to participate in the proposed All-Hazard Mitigation Planning process described above and will attend required meetings and participate in activities necessary to complete an effective plan for our entity.

It is further anticipated that the City of Sutton will contribute a minimum of $75 towards this process in the form on in-kind service at a rate of $18.75 per hour, for Board Members at the meeting with this resolution is passed, and meetings to discuss vulnerabilities, and other public meetings held in regards to the development and approval of the plan.
