PROCEEDINGS OF THE SUTTON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD MONDAY, JUNE 8, 2015 AT 8:00 P.M. AT CITY HALL, 107 W. GROVE STREET.
Mayor Mau called the meeting to order at 8:00 P.M.

In new business, Alan Quail was present asking for the annual donation for the Fireworks on July 4th.  Moved by Schelkopf and seconded by Pedersen to donate $2,750 for the fireworks.  Roll: AYES: Schelkopf, Pedersen, Plettner.  Abstain: Nuss. Motion carried.
Moved by Plettner and seconded by Schelkopf to table Resolution NO. 2015-8 due to changes.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Schelkopf, Pedersen, Nuss. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Council Member Plettner introduced Ordinance NO. 355 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE to revise all the ordinances of the City by adopting the Nebraska Basic Code of Ordinances, 2014, to repeal prior ordinances; to require filings; and to provide an effective date.

     BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUTTON, NEBRASKA:

Council Member Plettner moved that the statutory rule requiring an ordinance to be fully and distinctly read on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Nuss seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Plettner, Nuss, Schelkopf, Pedersen.   The following voted NAY: None. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council, and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said Ordinance.


Thereupon said Ordinance No. 355 was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Pedersen moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Nuss.  The Mayor then stated the question was "Shall Ordinance No. 355 be passed and adopted?"  Upon roll call vote on the motion the following City Council voted YEA: Pedersen, Nuss, Plettner, Schelkopf. The following voted NAY: None. The motion having been adopted by three-fourths of the members elected to the City Council as provided by law, was by the Mayor declared passed and adopted and the Ordinance adopted and the Mayor in the presence of the City Council signed and approved the Ordinance and the Clerk attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed her signature thereto.  
Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Schelkopf to approve Van Kirk Bros. Contracting Pay request #2 as recommended by Olsson & Associates in the amount of $61,830.00 for the complex.  Roll: AYES: Pedersen, Schelkopf, Nuss, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Plettner and seconded by Nuss to approve Changeorder NO. 2 with an increase of $2,500.00 to increase the 2” backflow preventer with a 3” preventer. Roll: AYES: Plettner, Nuss, Schelkopf, Pedersen. NAYS: None. Motion carried. 

Moved by Nuss and seconded by Plettner to approve Van Kirk Bros. Contracting  pay request #1 for the water/sewer project at the complex as recommended by Olsson Associates in the amount of $220,659.84.  Roll: AYES: Nuss, Plettner, Pedersen, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Nuss to approve payment of invoice # 1118 to Reliant Heating & Air for the ballfield concession stand in the amount of $12,538.68. Roll: AYES: Pedersen, Nuss, Plettner. ABSTAIN: Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Nuss and seconded by Pedersen to approve payment of Invoice #’s 6286 and 6287 to Quality Builders LLC for the ballfield concession stand in the amount of $14,788.68.  Roll: AYES:  Nuss, Pedersen, Plettner. ABSTAIN: Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Plettner to approve payment of invoices 675 and 676 to Masonry Specialties for the ballfield concession stand in the amount of $24,099.00. Roll: AYES: Pedersen, Plettner, Nuss, Schelkopf. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Only one bid was received for the Library surplus property by Ruth Heins in the amount of $35 for a couple of books.  The Library Board met earlier in the day and has recommended that the Council accept the bid. Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Schelkopf that the bid from Ruth Heins be approved in the amount of $35.  Roll: AYES: Pedersen, Schelkopf, Nuss, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.
Moved by Plettner and seconded by Schelkopf that the special designated liquor license for Maury’s Place be approved for July 18th at the community center for a wedding dance from 4:00 p.m. – 1:00 a.m.  Roll: AYES: Plettner, Schelkopf, Pedersen, Nuss. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Pedersen and seconded by Nuss to approve Crystal Villa to the Ambulance roster.  Roll: AYES: Pedersen, Nuss, Schelkopf, Plettner. NAYS: None. Motion carried.

A budget workshop was set for Tuesday, July 21st at 7:00 p.m.

There being no further business, it was moved by Plettner and seconded by Pedersen to adjourn the meeting. Roll: All ayes.
